Course Descrip0on 
 
EWRT 1A-LART 250  is a dual-course that combines 3 units of LART250 (Academic Reading and 
Wri0ng) and 5 units of EWRT1A (Composi0on and Reading). This combina0on is designed to 
improve your skills of college-level reading, analysis, and composi0on. The assignments for 
the two parts of this course are integrated, and the objec0ves of the courses are 
complementary. You will find all REWT1A and most LART250 assignments on Canvas. Most 
LART250 exercises and ac0vi0es will be discussed during our in-person mee0ngs on Tuesdays 
and Thursdays, 8:30-10:20 in L46 or ATC305.  
Bear in mind that this is a hybrid, 8-unit course. For every unit hour, you are expected to study 
twice as long outside of class. Therefore, expect to spend at least 15-20 hours on comple0ng 
the assignments for this course to achieve a successful outcome.
